I want to take a minute to complement and thank all of you who are now riding together and reducing a lot of the cart traffic on the course. People are actually getting to know each other. We still have a couple hold outs, but with a little encouragement, I think they’ll come around as well. (Just scowl at them when you see them) I assure you it well have a positive effect on the course. Remember, we are still using the same cart rules as in the past. 90˚ rule EXCEPT on the par 3s and in front of the clubhouse, where we are keeping the carts in the rough to the right of the fairways. One extremely important bit of information I want to share with you has to do with our liquor license. More than likely, very few of you are aware of just how it works so I’d like to try and explain it. In the state of Washington it is against the law to drink in any public places unless that establishment has a liquor license. When I fist came here, you actually could not legally drink on the golf course itself and several courses in the state were forced to close for short periods of time due to infractions. To better control the situation and make it more sensible they changed the law so that the license now encompasses the entire golf course. This helped a lot but the law also requires that all alcoholic beverages be purchased on the premises. Most golf course have large signs posted not allowing outside coolers and at our agents encouragement we will be erecting one here. We are no different than the pub or any other place that serves alcohol. You can not bring your own booze onto a licensed establishment. What brings this to light is that I recently had a visit from our enforcement agent, which I do from time to time, and he noticed a few coolers on the course and several brands of beer in the garbage receptacles that I don’t even sell. He kindly did not write me up but informed me he would be making periodic visits. Our first infraction would more than likely be just a warning but that could be followed by fines and even closure of the entire course for periods of time. Seems a little extreme but then the license covers the whole course. Our license only allows beer which is why we do not sell wine. (We do not sell enough food to expand to wine.) SO, just because we don’t sell wine does not give you permission to bring your own. When we have functions we can supply wine to give away but can not sell it and it has to be supplied by the facility or the group putting on the event. We would hope that you understand our situation and it doesn’t come down to us having to get on to you. It can have an effect on the entire golf club.

The 1st weekend of the club championship is in the books with the finals for the men and ladies taking place this weekend. If you have nothing better to do, why not come up and watch some good golf as these folks battle it out for the hardware.


Several things in the shop have been marked down so if you haven’t looked around lately, now might be the time. Christmas shop early.
